How to supply artwork guide

Page specifications

Perfect Bound page totals must be divisible by 2
and supplied as multi-page PDFs in the correct
reading order.

Example:
12-page booklet - Files should be supplied as two PDFs:

1 ) Cover: 2 spreads (Outer and Inner)
(Each spread must include a front, back, and spine)

2 Inners: 8 pages
(All remnaining internal pages in order)

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Supplying cover spreads

For perfect bound books, the cover must
be supplied as a wrap-around spread.
When exporting from InDesign, select
"Spreads” to ensure the back, spine, and
front form one continuous layout.
