o Yes,. throughout Philippians, there are commands given by Paul. For example, in Philippians 4:4, Paul 

commands believers to “[r]ejoice in the Lord always.” This command emphasizes the need for 
believers to maintain joy in Christ, regardless of circumstances. 

o What practical steps can you take to obey the command in Philippians 4:4 to “[r]ejoice in the Lord 
always” in your daily life, especially during challenging times? 
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• Is there a sin to repent from? 
o Philippians portrays various examples of attitudes and behaviors that believers are called to avoid. 

For example, Paul warns against selfish ambition and conceit, urging believers to adopt the humility of 
Christ (Philippians 2:3-4). 

o Reflecting on Philippians 2:3-4, in what ways can you identify and repent from selfish ambition and 
conceit in your relationships and interactions with others? 

• Is there a promise to cling to? 
o There are numerous promises given by God to his people in Philippians. One significant promise is the 

peace of God that surpasses all understanding will guard believers’ hearts and minds in Christ Jesus 
(Philippians 4:7). 

o How does the promise of the peace of God in Philippians 4:7 provide comfort and strength to you in 
times of anxiety or stress? 

• Is there an example to follow? Or one to avoid?  
o Philippians provides numerous examples of positive behavior for believers to emulate. For instance, 

Paul’s own example of joy and contentment in the midst of imprisonment serves as a powerful model 
for believers (Philippians 1:12-14, 4:11-13). Conversely, Paul warns against attitudes of grumbling 
and disputing, urging believers to shine as lights in the world (Philippians 2:14-16). 

o How can you emulate Paul’s example of joy and contentment as described in Philippians 1:12-14 and 
4:11-13, in your own life and circumstances? 

PRAYER
